Mandatory: Safety glasses: CSA (Canadian Standards Association) Eye Protection while in the studio. CSA Eye

Protection must have a CSA, UL, SIE, etc. (national accredited testing organization) label or mark showing that it has

passed testing and been approved. Prescription eyeglasses or sunglasses are not “impact resistant”; students who

wear prescription glasses or sunglasses will also need to wear protective eyewear on top.

Jeweller's saw frame 6” (flat frame with wing nuts versus tubular type)
Wooden paint sticks for emery paper — free from Paint Supply store (you will need 3)

Large half round file Swiss coarse cut, size 1



*  Cotton apron (you can purchase an AUArts one from the Bookstore or bring one from home)

* Tool box/something to carry your tools in (optional, please note you will need to take your tools home with you
at the end of every class)

* 2"flat brush
* Plastic Ziplock bag, glass or plastic jar with lid (for collecting metal dust, doesn’t need to be anything fancy)
*  Rubber Cement

*  One sheet of white printer paper

*You do not necessarily require all of these tools. Your instructor will go over all of the tools with you during your first
class to help you determine which supplies to purchase
