CSA Eye
Protection must have a CSA, UL, SIE, etc. (national accredited testing organization) label or mark showing that it has
passed testing and been approved. Prescription eyeglasses or sunglasses are not “impact resistant”; students who
wear prescription glasses or sunglasses will also need to wear protective eyewear on top.

you choose, (i.e. 18 gauge for a bracelet, 20 gauge for a hair piece or pendant, or 22g for earrings) — 20g
copper or brass sheet 6” x 6”. The AUArts Bookstore sells copper and brass in 6” increments (6” x 67, 6” x 127,
12" x 127, etc.)
e Saw blades 2/0 $3-$5 for a bundle of 12 blades
e Zipper baggie & soft cloth (to protect work in progress from scratching)
o Jeweller's saw frame 3” or 6” (flat frame with wing nuts versus tubular type)
e Large half round file Swiss coarse cut (with or without handle), cut 2
e Cotton apron (you can purchase an AUArts one from the Bookstore or bring one from home)
e Tool box/something to carry your tools in (optional, please note you will need to take your tools home with you
at the end of every class)
e Sharpie

e Long steel tweezers



e Masking tape
o  White printer paper

* You do not necessarily require all of these tools. Your instructor will go over all of the tools with you during your first

class to help you determine which supplies to purchase.
